LEARN Identity Access Federation (LIAF)

v Global Level:
Ø Guided by the Global eduroam Governance Committee 

(GeGC).
Ø Sets international standards and strategic goals.

v Regional Level:
Ø Managed by regional leaders like GÉANT, Internet2, and 

others.
Ø Ensures consistency across continents.

v National Level:
Ø Handled by National Roaming Operators (NROs) within 

each country.
Ø Implements policies and supports local institutions.



The layers: Governance Structure

LEARN Identity Access Federation (LIAF)

Global eduroam Governance Committee (GeGC)

v Driving Global Standards:
Ø Responsibilities:
• Shapes policies to maintain uniformity and security.
• Provides strategic direction for future growth.

Ø Collaboration at Its Core:
• Representatives from across the world contribute to 

decisions.
• Ensures a balanced approach to global operations.



The layers: Governance Structure

Regional Champions: Connecting Continents

v Regional Operators:
Ø Bringing eduroam Close to Home:
• Supports regional networks and NROs.
• Shares best practices and resources for effective 

deployment.

Examples:
• GÉANT in Europe, Internet2 in the USA, and others.
• Ensures seamless connectivity within their respective 

regions.

National Roaming Operators (NROs)

v Local Connection Expert:
Ø Hands-On Support:
• Implements eduroam policies within your country.
• Offers training and assistance to local institutions.

Ø Ensuring Your Network Runs Smoothly:
• Maintains infrastructure and resolves issues promptly.
